not be regulated so as to be of the prima
donna type, but fit in with the ensemble.
This is especially true of the 16’ and 32’
octaves of Pedal reeds. The 32’ reed will
come through by pitch alone and need not
obliterate the rest of the division. There
are too many organs in which, when the
32’ reed is drawn, one might just as well
forget about playing on the manuals. The
full organ ensemble should have a bril-
liant, cohesive and well balanced sound.
An organ that is so finished as to be ade-
quate for Easter Day would be of little use
the remaining fifty-one Sundays in the
year.
